
Sit or stand with straight posture, shoulders and face looking square
at the camera
The person taking the photo should be a little more than an arms-
length away from the subject
 The camera should be in portrait mode (vertical), and should be able
to see the subject's upper torso with an inch or so space above their
head and on their sides
 Don't take the photo at an angle, but instead eye-level with the
subject
 Wear FPG Logo'd Uniform
